	 We have an elevator and 4-5 open access areas throughout the church that will accommodate cheelchairs/walkers.
We have large print missalettes and the homily is available for read-along if desired.
We will accommodate children with special needs in religious ed classes on a case-by-case basis.
	 
St. Timothy's Catholic Church (Blaine) is wheelchair accessible, with one entrance to the church being a powered door.  (Other than a small area that the altar stands on, the other areas of the church proper, as well as the sacristy, are wheelchair accessible.)
 
The church has two "cry rooms" located near the restrooms.
 
Specially-marked accessable parking spaces are available, as are wheelchair-accomodating restroom stalls. 
 
The parish center/office/classrooms building has an elevator, making both levels wheelchair accessible. 
 
Special arrangements have been made in the past for someone who used a wheelchair and was a lector and also for those that needed sound amplification equipment.  We would gladly welcome others to this ministry.
 
The 9:00 a.m. Sunday Mass (8:30 a.m. from Memorial Day weekend through Labor Day) is signed in America Sign Language for the deaf or hearing-impaired.  In addition, personal hearing devices are available for use during Mass and other services in the church.
 
Communion ministers will happily come to those unable to approach the altar for reception of the Eucharist, if we are aware of the need before Mass.
 
Any accomodations possible will be made in faith formation classes and other programs for people with disabilities, although to my knowledge there is not a very extensive history of requests for these types of services in these programs.  ("Special-Ed" Faith Formation classes have been offered over the years, with no one expressing interest or need.)
 
I think that's about all.  We're open to suggestions, and will do whatever we can for anyone who comes forward (or who we observe) with a need.
	St. Bonaventure Church has automated doors on the south and east sides of the church.  We have no steps to get into the church.  We have an
elevator to the choir loft. We have a cry room. We have a special one unisex bathroom for people using a wheelchair.
	 
	We do have an elevator, access ramp to outside entrances, automatic doors and large print books/missalettes.  Instead of a crying room we have a foyer area with chairs, sound and open sight lines. Once a year we have mass and breakfast for spirit and light groups. 
Our event is called the Mass and Brunch for People with disAbilities.  It is open to anyone.  We have a mixture of adults and children, individuals and families.  There are people who attend with various physical and cognitive challenges.  The event is always held on aSaturday morning.  It begins at 8:30 a.m. with optional individual Reconciliation.  Massbegins at 9:00 and usually lasts just over 30 minutes.  From there we move into the social hall for a breakfast of eggs, sausage, toast, muffins, fruit, juice, milk, coffee.  After brunch we offer some form of entertainment.

	St. Alphonsus Special Ed Program
This program, coordinated by Barb Walhood, provides for the spiritual, social and emotional needs of the adults, teens and children with special needs. We meet every Sunday from October through April. The groups range from one to ten students, each group having one or two volunteer teachers. Participants range in age from seven to sixty-five years. The disabilities are varied: Down syndrome, autism, among other developmental disabilities.
Four times a year we have parties with food, crafts, videos and games and allow the participants to relate on a more casual level. The archdiocese sponsors a retreat in the spring of each year for special needs people in the diocese. Usually 3-5 of our students are able to participate. We try to offer support and encouragement to our students and to their parents and the group home staffs who care for them.
 
The church and school are physically accessible and there is an elevator to allow access to the gym and cafeteria. There is a ramp between the school and church.  There are curb cuts from the parking lots.  We do have crying rooms.  There is an automatic door at the main church entrance. 
 
We do not have special materials for the blind, nor do we currently have signed Mass.
	Here at Saint Gerard's we do have ramps to make all the areas accessible for people with disAbilities. We have automatic doors and a quasi crying room area. We do not have signed Masses and we try to treat special needs in faith formation classes.
	 
1.       St. Vincent's does not have elevators.  Our church is on one level so there would also be no stairs.  Our entrance doors are accessible as well as the restrooms.
2.       We have no Masses in sign language.
3.       We have no special education in our school.
4.       We do provide equipment for the hearing impaired.
	 The 10:00am Sunday Mass is held at our new Faith and Education center (Off Hwy 25 N on County Rd 138 W) which is fully accessible. (Automatic doors, Handicapped bathrooms, etc.) We are currently gathering proposals for a construction project to make our Church more handicap accessible.
Our faith formation program is open to all students and very flexible in making any special arrangements needed.

	At St. Hubert Catholic Community here in Chanhassen, we welcome those who need some special attention!  We have an elevator to go between our two floors.  We also have a modern zero level entry with automatic doors for those who need assistance.  We have space in our sanctuary dedicated for wheelchair space and have hearing assistance for those who want the service a little louder.
 
For children seeking faith formation opportunities, we gladly welcome mainstreamed children with physical and learning challenges in our regular faith formation program.  Our summer faith formation programs for those in grades 1 - 8 and high school are particularly popular with kids with ADHD and autism.

	Many disAbled persons of all ages and descriptions have worshiped at St. John's. 
 It has depended on the efforts of the person, and/or  their helpers, to figure out the most convenient way to approach the building and their needs.
 
St. John's recently put in ramps to get to the toilets. There are accessable doors on the toilets and adequate facilities in the toilets. There are accessable doors on the parking lot side, and a ramp for those with disabilities that leads from accessable parking spots. The pews in the front and center (down a slight incline) are cut away for wheel chairs and walkers. 

Those who wish to receive communion are close to the Eucharistic Ministers.  They can receive in the pew if they ask the ushers in advance of the service, so the Eucharistic Ministers can be informed. We have always had a door off Interlachen Road that is level with the sidewalk and leads to the pews in the church proper.
That door is accessible.  The confessional is a few feet from that door. So is the Baptismal font.
 
Religious Education
Our Faith Formation Director has tutored people with disAbilities before and is very willing to help parishioners. She is however employed part time and has a facility (our school) that is not yet accessible. The Church was not designed for group activities, only community gatherings.  We are still short office space, and meeting space. So we use the school. This does not help those with physical disAbilities. So facilities other than St. John's should be considered for the near future.

 If we are honest about "inclusive education", we will have to pursue Classes that last longer and occur more often.  It is a struggle to give enough good information about our Faith to those who come once a week for one hour for  8 months out of the year.

	 St. Thomas the Apostle Church is wheelchair accessible.  The building is all on one level with no stairs and has an automated door at the main entrance to the church.  The altar is also wheelchair accessible. Specially-marked handicapped parking spaces are available, as are wheelchair-accommodating restroom stalls.  We have a family/crying room in church, as well as a volunteer-staffed nursery at our 10:30 Mass.
We have a special ministry to our homebound and senior parishioners. Every Friday morning, Homebound Ministers take communion to homebound parishioners  and helpkeep them connected to the parish . Twice a year  we have a special Mass and lunch for our homebound and senior parishioners.  We have a Parish Nurse who is  available to discuss health issues and problems with individuals and makes home, hospital and nursing home visits, as well as running monthly blood pressure clinics, an annual flu clinic, and other health-related events.   
We welcome children with special needs in our Faith Formation program, knowing that accommodations made for them often benefit all the children in our program. We have about 125 children in our Faith Formation program from preschool to Grade 10, and currently children with autism, developmental delays, and ADD are mainstreamed into classes.  Home study is also available if it fits family needs.

	First, I should tell you that our main church, gathering area, offices and Education Center were just completed in 2005 and meet all required codes. The new worship space is connected to our historic church built in the 1870s. There are no steps to enter our new church and we do have automatic doors that can be activated when needed. The first three rows of pews are actually individual chairs and kneelers and they can be moved to accommodate wheel chairs if necessary. Everyone can easily come forward to receive the Eucharist or, when necessary, our priest or a Eucharistic Minister will go to a person.
The historic church, of course, is not quite as convenient. There is a step to enter the front door, however, you can also enter the historic church through the new church. The pews are stationery and the aisles are narrow.
 The gathering space, the parish kitchen and dining hall all are on the same level as the new church. All bathrooms meet all applicable codes and requirements. All the doorways are side enough to handle wheel chairs.
 Our Education Center and parish offices are on the lower level. There is an elevator to the lower level (where the offices are located) and a ramp that continues down into the Education Center .
 I should note that we do not have a school at St. Victoria .
 Our Director of Faith Formation meets both individually and in groups with parents who have children with special needs to develop appropriate plans on a case-by-case basis. She provides extra training for Faith Formation teachers when necessary, using the skills and expertise of a Special Ed teacher who is a parishioner here at St. Victoria . When necessary, an aide is assigned to a Faith Formation student.
I have two things I would like to add - both our altar and our ambo are accessible. In fact, our ambo can be lowered so a person seated in a wheelchair would be able to be a lector and/or when our children are at the ambo they can see over it
	 CHURCH Our church is wheel chair accessible with an elevator that gives access to all levels.  We have a special reserved section for those that cannot make their way up to receive Holy Communion Easily. The ministers go to them.
 We do not have sign language interpreters, or books in Braille. 
We do offer a Special Needs Religious Ed Class that meets on Sunday mornings. This class is taught by 2 High Schoolers who have done so for the past couple of years under the supervision of our Faith Formation Director.  The special curriculum they use is adapted to the specific needs of the students enrolled.   
SCHOOL Our school is wheelchair accessible with elevators.  We do not have a large student population so when we have a student with special needs they are addressed individually.
